What Other Promotional Ideas and Resources Will Be Made Available?

All the information presented in this media kit has been developed or adapted by the Nebraska Library Commission. You are encouraged to use the information in ways that will meet your specific community needs. Feel free to print and photocopy pages or to modify information as necessary in order to bring attention to the addition of the new public computers and to help inform library customers and other community members that they can use the computers to find information they need. 

Signs for your library may be downloaded and posted near the computers. These signs are meant to encourage library customers using the new computers to ask questions and take advantage of specific software and access specific websites. 

Also included are posters with blank space in the middle where you can write information pertaining to the new computers, as well as announcements of events and training sessions or workshops for new computer users. Use these posters all over town, add any information that will encourage citizens to come to the library and use the computers. Print them out from the NE Library Commission Library Broadband Builds Nebraska Communities Website or Blog, add your local information, and put them up all over town. HINT: This works best with your biggest magic marker and staff person with the best handwriting. Please take photographs of the posters in place in the community and share them on our photo sharing site.
