Questions for Week 6: Subject Headings and Personal/Corporate Names

Why are the 650 field repeated several times when there are multiple general subdivisions, rather than using the x subfield several times with just one 650 field? For example, why do you see 650s with one or two subject headings listed why you can combine them? Slide 22 from our assignment has 4 650 fields and 2 651 fields. 
Why can't the first two be combined in one field?

Also, Eskimos don't call themselves that anymore.

We actually had a question on this yesterday!  Both Inuit and Eskimo are still authorized records. Eskimo is used to describe general materials (a book about Alaska Indians), while Inuit for the specific tribe.

I use the 690 field quite a bit for local subject headings. They usually (always?) are not in LoC Authorities. So, is there a guide for the correct way to build a local subject heading? Often mine are for Russian villages. 

I noticed that "Hummingbird Nest" had CIP information indicating both 'juvenile fiction' and 'fiction.'  Is it necessary to use two 650 fields to show this, or can you chose the one you want?

Okay, that makes sense to me because we put kids' books in Dewey, but adult books in LC.

So the narrator goes in 511 and 700?

I don't think it was clear on the last instruction that not all of the books would have all three fields (1XX, 6XX, and 7XX).
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So, while "Hummingbird Nest" has 650 fields, it doesn't have a 610 field.
