Create the proper 6XX field for the subject headings given in the CIP for the following books:

Hummingbird Nest (slide 9)
650 _0 $x Hummingbirds $v Juvenile fiction.

650 _1 $x Hummingbirds $v Fiction.

650 _1 $a Stories in rhyme.

When you use headings from the LC Children’s list, you need to remember to change the second indicator from a 0 to a 1. The 1 tells the computer that you found the subject heading on the LC subject heading for children’s literature thesaurus.

651 _ 0 $a Alaska $x Social conditions.

Create the proper 6XX field for the subject headings numbered 3, 7, and 8 in the CIP for The Line Which Separates (slide 15).

651 _0 $a Montana $x Social conditions $y 19th century.
650 _0 $a Siksika Indians $x Social conditions $y 19th century.

650 _0 $x Sex role $z Northern boundary of the United States $x History $y 19th century.

Create the proper 1XX, 6XX, and 7XX fields for the personal and corporate names given in the CIP for the following four books:

Hummingbird Nest (slide 9)
100 1_ $a George, Kristine O'Connell, $e author.

700 1_ $a Moser, Barry, $e illustrator.

The subfield es are optional. If you didn’t included them, that’s okay.  I noticed several assignments where Kristine O’Connell George was assigned a 600 field.  The 600 field is used for people who are talked about in a book, like biographies or autobiographies. Since the book is not about her, you wouldn’t need to assign a 600 field for Kristine O’Connell George.  

Arabs at War (slide 18)
100 1_ $a Pollack, Kenneth M. $q (Kenneth Michael), $d 1966- $e author.
710 2 _ $a Council on Foreign Relations, $e sponsor. 

Again, subfield es are optional.  Like the previous title, the author was assigned a 100 field. Individual authors or creators of content are not assigned a 600 field.  They are entered into a 100 or a 700.  

In this case, the 710 is optional. Council on Foreign Relations is listed on the title page, but it’s not clear what the relationship is to Arabs at War. Additionally, it’s not listed in the CIP data. A 2 is used in the first indicator because Council on Foreign Relations is not a jurisdiction, but the name of an organization. The 2 means the name has been entered in direct order. I looked for a definition of direct order and couldn’t find one. The closest I came was corporate headings that do not begin with a place name.  In this case, you wouldn’t use a second indicator. 
The Trials of Mrs. Lincoln (slide 19; do 1XX field, and 6XX fields for subjects 2 and 6)

100 1_ $a Scheiner, Samuel Agnew, $e author.

600 10 $a Lincoln, Mary Todd, $d 1818-1882 $x Mental health.

600 10 $a Lincoln, Abraham, $d 1809-1965 $x Family.
There were a few who assigned Mary Todd Lincoln and Abraham Lincoln 100 fields.  Since they did not contribute to the creation of this book and are the subjects, they are entered into individual 600 fields. 

The Politics of Air Power (slide 20) 

100 1_ $a Rice, Rondall Ravon, $e author.
610 10 $a United States. $b Army. $b Air Corps $x Political activity.

Again, the subfield e is optional. Again, the author was unnecessarily assigned to a 600. It’s not obvious from the information given, but you would assign a 610 to this book. Like the 110 and 710, a 610 is used for corporate entities that are discussed in the resource.  In this case, 1 is used in the first indicator. The 1 tells us that it’s a jurisdiction. Each subfield b is a subordinate unit or a division of entity listed in the subfield a.  So, it’s about the United States Army Air Corps.  The 0 in the second indicator tells us that it’s a LC subject heading. 
I know it’s confusing to assign $a United States $b Army $b Air Corps to a 651 when it begins with a geographic term.  When that geographic term is followed by a subfield b, then it becomes a corporate entity.  

For Hummingbird Nest, Arabs at War, The Trials of Mrs. Lincoln and The Politics of Air Power, you do not see the publisher assigned a 710.  That is optional and situational.  If you feel the publisher played an important role or it’s your library’s policy to assign the publisher a 710, then it’s okay to do that.  I don’t always assign a publisher a 710.  When I’m working with government documents, I do.  Again, cataloger’s judgment.
