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1.  From what sources does your institution acquire MARC records?

The majority pull records from their vendor and/or OCLC. A few also look to the Library of Congress for MARC records. 

2.  Do you create any of your own MARC records? Does anyone else at your institution? 
If yes, for what types of materials?

Again, either class participants or someone at your institution creates MARC records from scratch. While most are for books (self-published or large print), others create records for CDs, DVDs, equipment and specialty items such as board games.

4.  Does your automated system allow for editing fixed fields?

The majority use automated systems that allow librarians to edit the fixed fields.  A few were unsure if their system allowed editing. 

5.  If you can edit fixed fields, do you (or others) check the accuracy of that data and correct mistakes when importing MARC records from another source?

Those who can edit the fixed fields try to verify the data and correct if necessary.  


6.  Does your automated system allow editing/customization of the Web OPAC display?

Again, most participants are aware that their automated system allows some editing/customization of the Web OPAC display. However, for a variety of reasons, it appears that some libraries opt not to.
