Project ideas:

There is an annual city Health Fair, scheduled this year for March 25 & 26. This group would like to provide online access to demonstrate access to quality health resources. Usually have over 1,000 people attend. The Library Commission could loan a network of laptops, if this would be helpful. Marty Magee will provide a presentation that can be running on a screen, either computer or TV.
One suggestion was to allow migrant families to apply for library cards at the health fair. There was a discussion about the types of hand-outs or giveaways to provide, TV advertising – public access channel (no charge; available at the Chamber). The commercial channel would cost money. Other ideas: ad in Latino newspaper (through Grand Island); also Spanish radio station. Use these to extend the value of the health fair. 
Health issues: According to Rosa Ghia, Adams County is the most obese county in the state, and Nebraska is one of the most obese states in the nation. Nutrition labels – are changing but they’re also not in Spanish. Other major health concerns include diabetes and heart disease. 
Brochure/hand out that would list all local health resources. The library Web site could have a Consumer Health Information corner, which would contain a directory of information resources recommended by the members of this group.
Another idea was to host a health fair specifically for minorities in the area. Judy Sandeen said that the college does a small, fairly easy health fair for students. She offered to share ideas with Rosa to help plan a similar fair targeted at the minority population. The college invites agencies who want to get their information out to the students. They are happy to do it and many provide door prizes. They have a punch-card system so students are encouraged to visit every table for information (and to have their card punched). They are then entered into a drawing for door prizes. This provides a reason to visit each topic area.
Sherry Houston offered to compile resources into a brochure, and arrange for printing.

The group discussed a possible name. Marty told them that we’ve called this health initiative Health Information Partnerships (HIP). One suggestion for the local group is HIP Hastings. The group will discuss this further. The next meeting was scheduled for February 7 at Noon. 
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
