• Find out if anyone in your community holds a speedcubing event.  Can people attend to 

watch the competition?  Would you like to go watch one? 
 

• How does Tyler see the other competitors before, during, and after this event?  Why?     
Does he see himself differently by the end of the book? 

 
• List what Tyler learns over the course of the book.
