Ideas…. 
Provide a space for local, state, 
and national election 
information. Call the area 
something catchy, like 
“Election Central.”   Place signs 
and other information in a 
heavily trafficked area so 
patrons can stay informed. Request pamphlets and 
other information from the local board of elections 
about candidates, ballots and issues.  Decorate the 
display of election information in red/white/blue 
bunting.  Add books about the presidential candidates 
making sure there are books about all candidates. Put 
some red and white peppermint candies in an Uncle 
Sam's hat and the display is ready for the coming 
months.

The last week of each month the David City Library 
Friends host a program they call “Food for Thought.”   
They invite a different restaurant or caterer each 
month to provide the food — usually soup, salad or 
sandwiches and dessert.  A few times the Friends 
have brought food themselves. 
 
Then they have a 45 minute program, usually by 
someone in the community.  Programs have included 
a pharmacist on drug interactions and how vitamins 
and herbs may also interact with medications, 
someone from their wellness center on how to start 
and exercise program and  a program on clothing 
styles of the Victorian era with the presenter bring in 
a collection of clothes and hats (the food was finger 
sandwiches and tea).  It has been well-attended and 
good publicity for the restaurants and the library. 
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Hooper 
The Hooper Commercial Club on 
behalf of the community presented 
the Hooper Public Library with a $205.50 dona-
tion.  Fran Liston, director, accepted the money 
collected at the community worship service held 
on the 4th of July. 
 
Wahoo 
The Wahoo Public Library is creating a Teen Ad-
visory Board.  Since they are looking forward to 
soon having a new library, space will be available 
to have a special area for teens.  The advisory 
board will be gathering ideas for furniture, light-
ing, posters and general arrangement of the area 
besides having input on the collection.  Letters of 
information were sent to area teens and their par-
ents including a mission statement: 
 
“Your role in the community as Teen Advisory 
Board members will be to promote the library to 
your peers and plan activities and special projects 
to benefit the library and its teen patrons.”  
 
This project was presented at the last Saunders 
County Library Cooperative (SCLS) meeting and 
the goal is to have all Saunders County libraries 
put a Teen Advisory Board in place and have the 
teens meet next summer in a central location to 
celebrate “Teens in Saunders County.”  
 
Papillion  -  READ TO FEED 
The Sump Memorial Library offered a 
different kind of “ reward”  for reading 
at their Summer Reading Program this 
year.  The following is from Toni 
Reese, Youth Services Librarian. 
 
My co-worker, Sandy Belfi, and I had 
been thinking for months before our 
Summer Reading Program began that 
we would like to give our fewer coupons this year 
as reading incentives.  In the past, a child would 
earn a coupon for every two hours he/she read, 
for the entire eight weeks of the program.  This 
amounted to a LOT of coupons, which was a has-
sle, especially since we had noticed that each year 
merchants seemed to be less and less eager to 

provide hundreds of coupons, which is what we 
required.   
 
So we decided to bite the bullet and revamp our 
program to where the child only earned coupons 
for his/her first reading sheet.  The reading sheet 
represented 10 hours of reading, and the child 
earned a coupon for each two hours read, for a 
total of 5 coupons.  For the second reading chart, 
the child earned a free paperback book.  For the 
fourth reading chart, the child earned a pin that lit 
up.  For the third, fifth, and subsequent reading 
charts, the child was reading for Read to Feed, a 
program through Heifer International.  For every 
two hours they read on the Read to Feed reading 
charts, they earned one share, a little piece of pa-
per which they put into our “Read to Feed”  jar.  
Each share represented $1 which the Friends of 
the Library would donate to Heifer International. 
 
Many people are not aware of Heifer Interna-
tional and the work that is does, so a big part of 
trying to make this aspect of Summer Reading 
Program a success was education.  Read to Feed 
sent me a 10-minute video called “The Promise,”  
a picture book entitled Beatr ice’s Goat, stickers, 
and curriculum ideas.  All this was free for the 
asking.  In fact, when I realized that I’d need 
more stickers than what they had originally sent 
me, I just called and asked for more, and in about 
3 days, here was a box full of sticker sheets! 
 
Even with these helps, though, I don’ t think most 
kids realized what they were accomplishing when 

they were reading for Read to Feed.  I think 
that rest of the Summer Reading Program 
overshadowed this particular aspect.  Next 
time I do this, I will have it be a special win-
ter reading program.  I was thrilled when I 
counted up the shares and found 270 in the 
jar!  The Friends of the Library has already 
promised to donated $250 to Heifer Interna-
tional.  I wonder if I can hit them up for the 

extra $20.

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We’re all in this  
Personnel Thing  
together aren’ t we?

On July 26, 2004, I had the 
wonderful opportunity to 
meet with library people 
from all over, and city 

clerks from all over to participate in a workshop 
put on by the Nebraska Library Commission.  
This workshop titled “We’re all in this personnel 
thing together aren’ t we?”  was very informative.  
Richard Miller and Pam Scott, Nebraska Library 
Commission, and John Hewitt of the law firm 
Cline Williams Wright Johnson & Oldfather LLP, 
were informative and talented too.  Richard and 
Pam put on several skits to illustrate the dos and 
don’ ts of hiring, firing, and other personnel mat-
ters. 
 
This same workshop took place July 20, 2004 in 
Cozad with David Buntain, July 23, 2004, in Lou-
isville with Susan K. Sapp, both from Cline Wil-
liams Right Johnson & Olfater LLP, and July 29, 
2004, in Alliance with Terry Curtiss form Curtiss 
Morovek Curtiss PC.  If you took the opportunity 
to attend you know just what I am talking about.  
I learned many new things and had some of what 
I already knew reinforced during this workshop. 
 
One of the many important points (I think) was 
that Nebraska is an “at will”  state.  That means we 
can hire or fire people at will as long as we are 
not doing so in light of protected reasons.  We 
learned that using a “probationary”  period was 
probably not a good thing as it might constitute a 
contract with employees.  Another point that I 
thought pertinent was the importance of an em-
ployee handbook.  I did not realize that there were 
so many good reasons to have one.  Having a 
separate one for supervisors that defined their re-
sponsibilities was important too.  Having people 
sign for their handbook, which should remain li-
brary property, seem to be a good idea also. 
 
We talked about inter-local agreements, sinking 
funds, and the importance of not asking questions 

that would require a person to reveal protected 
status.  A new twist has been added that may be 
important to library personnel, the necessity of 
making the patron aware that information we have 
about them is really no longer private.  Because of 
the Patriot Act, information we obtain about a pa-
tron’s reading habits and their computer usage 
may be monitored by several government agen-
cies without their knowledge.  This same act pre-
vents us from telling patrons whether their ac-
counts or habits have been breached.  This seems 
to me to be a total lack of privacy in a “ free coun-
try.”   We also talked about what to do in the case 
of an agent from one of those agencies confront-
ing us with a subpoena.  Getting a receipt and 
contacting legal counsel were two important re-
sponses. 
 
Through everything I learned at this workshop, 
two things stand out: 
 
1. The importance of getting to know the city, 

village, or county clerk. 
2. Having a plan is paramount.  If you rail to 

plan-plan to fail (I would cite that quotation, 
but I’m not sure where it comes from!). 

 
Anything you read here, or heard at one of the 
workshops was not intended as legal advice.  If 
you are confronted with a situation of need infor-
mation about personnel issues—seek competent 
legal counsel. 
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“ I received the fundamentals of my education in 
school, but that was not enough.  My real education, 
the superstructure, the details, the true architecture, I 
got out of the public library.  For an impoverished 
child whose family could not afford to buy books, 

the library was the open door to wonder and achieve-
ment, and I can never be sufficiently grateful that I 

had the wit to charge through that door and make the 
most of it.  Now, when I read constantly  about the 
way in which library funds are being cut and cut, I 

can only think that the door is closing and that 
American society has found one more way  

to destroy itself.”

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Trustees Are The  
Most Impor tant People 
by Kathy Tooker 
 
Will Manley, columnist for both Booklist and 
Library Journal, wrote in a 1998 column that 
“ the people who are most important to the fu-
ture of the public library are trustees.”   He then 
qualifies that by saying “good trustees.”   Not 
those who are on the library board to get fine-
free status, pad their resumes, or to cut taxes.  
 
Manley goes on to say that the qualities that 
make a good trustees are:  “a strong and shak-
able belief in the importance of libraries in a 
democratic society, the time and desire to fight 
for quality library service, and the chutzpah to 
get things done in the rough-and-tumble world 
of the local political arena.”  
 
In order to be able to face the challenge of be-
ing a trustee, trustees must be knowledgeable 
about the issues facing libraries today in order 
to provide high-quality library and information 
services their community deserves.  That is 
where continuing education comes into the pic-
ture.  One of the new guidelines adopted  this 
spring by the Nebraska Library Commission is 
that all accredited public libraries in the state 
must meet is Number 8.  The library board is 
certified through participation in the Nebraska 
Public Library Board Certification Program.   
 
The Public Library Board Certification Pro-
gram is designed to help: 
· Improve your library 
· Increase board involvement 
· Fulfill library accreditation requirements 
· Organize continuing education activities for 

board members 
 
All a public library board needs to have is a 
minimum of 20 hours of continuing education 
credits in a three-year period.  That is 20 hours 
shared among the board members, not each!  
And there are lots of ways to earn those hours 
through library-sponsored workshops by both 

the NLC and the regional library systems, non-
library sponsored workshops library videotapes, 
library-based consultant sessions and self-
evaluation session. 
 
Two  library-sponsored events are taking place 
in October.  The first is the Nebraska Library 
Association / Nebraska Educational Media As-
sociation Conference in Grand Island on Octo-
ber 6-8.  Some of the many programs of interest 
to trustees are:  Public Library Accreditation 
Guidelines, Diversity @ your library™, Person-
nel-Related Laws: What Trustees & Librarians 
Need to Know, Library Outreach to the Home-
less,   Cheap Remodels, and Your Library — 
Keeping It Legal. 
 
 The Mountain Plains Library Association 
(MPLA) Conference in Denver October 21-24. 
Two preconference programs that would be of 
benefit are Making Friends and Influencing 
People: Turning Library Connection into Li-
brary Supporters and Planning, Knowing, and 
Sharing your Public Value.  Then there are spe-
cial trustees workshops on Saturday, October 
23.   
 
These conference present a wonderful opportu-
nity to get the CE hours needed for board certi-
fication, meet and network with other trustees, 
personal development, learn about the library 
issues, and have a good time. If you have never 
attended a state or regional library conference, 
now is the time.  
 
 The regional library  systems with a grant from 
NLC has arranged for a bus trip to Denver at no 
charge to those attending this conference.  The 
bus will leave on October 20 and return on Oc-
tober 24, making stops along I 80.

Ways to Construct an Evaluation

 Evaluation is "A systematic study conducted to assess how well a program is working that is typically 
focused on achievement of program objectives." OR - "An assessment, through objective measure-
ment and systematic analysis, of the manner and extent to which programs achieve intended objec-
tives."   Because these definitions focus in part on assessing success in meeting program goals and ob-
jectives, you may wonder how program evaluation differs from performance measurement.  The an-
swer will become clear when you attend this pre-conference session! 
 

What you will learn: 
    *That program evaluation can help explain why results occurred. Knowing why is the key to sus-
taining good performance or improving poor performance. 
    *Program evaluation can help managers and staff find out what's working well and what isn't. 
    *Evaluation can be used to identify areas needing improvement, strategies of better achievement of 
established goals, and ways     to improve data collection or measurement of program results. 
 

Types of Program Evaluations 
 We will be talking and learning about four principal models of program evaluations. The four models 
are not mutually exclusive. Elements of more than one model of evaluation may be found in a single 
evaluation project.  Attend this pre-conference session and get a head-start on conducting evaluations 
of all of your programs, activities, and educational offerings.

Speaker : Francisco Jiménez is a Best-selling author of the The Circuit: Stories from the Life of a 
Migrant Child, Breaking Through and several other books. Francisco immigrated with his family to 
California from Tlaquepaque, Mexico, and as a child he worked in the fields of California. He is cur-
rently the Fay Boyle Professor in the Department of Modern Languages and Literatures and Director 
of the Ethnic Studies Program at Santa Clara University. He has published and edited several books on 
Mexican and Mexican American literature, and his stories have been published in over 50 textbooks 
and anthologies of literature.
